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PROCEEDINGS : (IN CHAMBERS) 

The Court has received the attached letter from Warden David L. Winn of the 
Federal Medical Center in Devens, Massachusetts. The Court contacted Warden Winn. 
He indicated that the report or events that created a question about the 
"credibility and accuracy" of Dr. Patenaude's work did not arise out of or consist 
of any examination or contact with defendant Sutcliffe. He said that Dr. Patenaude 
no longer works for the Bureau of Prisons. Thereafter, the Court obtained a copy of 
the Bureau of Prisons Office of Internal Affairs Investigative Report. There is 
nothing in that report that refers to defendant or to any contact Dr. Patenaude had 
with defendant.
